2019 Football Traffic/Parking Key Points
(July 2019)

- As announced in November, with one revision announced in April as a result of feedback from the 4 Town Halls held in February, a comprehensive analysis of gameday parking and traffic was conducted to improve safety and traffic flow
-Fans are strongly encouraged to purchase parking in advance of gameday to ensure they have parking and specific directions to their lot.

-Fans will be required to enter the game day traffic pattern, and travel to their specific Beaver Stadium lot, from one of four traffic zones that have been created (North, South, East and West). 
-All parking permits will have zone and lot specific driving direction instructions.

#RunYourRoute (see more below on campaign)
-Prior to arrival at Beaver Stadium, fans should know their route and parking location, which is on the back of their parking permit. 
-Fans are required to display their parking permit from their rearview mirror as they enter the traffic pattern and continue to display the permit once parked. Cars are sorted in traffic by University Police to lanes leading to appropriate lots and patrons should approach their parking lot based on their traffic zone.

-Once the one-way traffic pattern has started, fans that attempt to access their parking lot via the incorrect traffic zone will be re-routed to the correct zone by traffic personnel, delaying the arrival time to their parking space.

One-way Traffic Pattern Prior to Game
-On game day, fans can access their parking space via any route up until 4 hours before kickoff (3.5 hours for Noon games).
-For games that begin at noon, the one-way traffic pattern will begin at 8:30 a.m. Beaver Stadium parking lots will open at 7 a.m. for noon games.
-For all other games, the one-way traffic pattern will begin 4 hours prior to kick off. Beaver Stadium parking lots will open at 8 a.m. for all games that begin after 12 p.m.

-For example, the 2019 season opening game on August 31 begins at 3:30 p.m. Fans can travel to their parking space via any route from 8 a.m. until 11:30 a.m., when the one-way traffic pattern will begin.
-Fans arriving less than 4 hours prior to kickoff (3.5 hours for a Noon game) are required to access their parking lot via the route on their parking permit.

One-way Traffic Pattern Post-Game

- Just before the game ends, the one-way traffic pattern will resume and fans will need to leave their parking lot via the route on their parking permit.

-The post-game one-way traffic pattern typically lasts approximately 60-90 minutes after a game concludes. Once the one-way out-bound traffic pattern ends, fans in all lots will be able leave the stadium vicinity via any route.
